17/25 The Minutes of the November  Parish Meeting were agreed as a correct record.

18/25  MATTERS ARISING
18/25/1 Highways   Cllrs Musgrave and Taylor have been trained to act as Highway problem reporters so any highway concerns can be reported through them  
18/25/2 Motorbikes They have been a lot quieter so far this year
18/25/3 Camp The unauthorised camp by the old railway line appears to be not used at present

19/25  SPEED LIMIT The 20mph speed limit is now in place and residents think it has slowed the traffic. The Council have agreed to purchase two new VAS signs to be placed at either end of the village. The Council will continue to press OCC to modify or replace the old VAS so it registers speeds above 20mph  

20/25 VILLAGE ACCOUNTS   The accounts for 2023-2024 were noted and agreed.

21/25 VILLAGE HALL concern has been expressed that there is a possibility the village hall committee may not be able to continue due to lack of volunteers to serve on it. This has been advertised by notices and on the village facebook page. The Chairman has announced that they will be resigning at the end of August.
There will be a further notice delivered to all residents explain the need for volunteers.

22/25 PLANNING
22/25/1 App 23/00853/OUT 170 houses near Hanwell by Vistry Homes.  This has been granted on appeal
22/25/2 The Council is aware that a planning application for a large Solar Farm to the north of the parish may soon be presented to Cherwell. The Council is concerned about this and will be watching and commenting on any such application

23/25  VILAGE MATTERS. Concern was again raised about the inadequacy of the village streetlights however it was felt the cost of providing new ones would be prohibitive. The state of the path from Metcalfe Close to the A422 was discussed The Council agreed to talk to the adjacent owners, raise the matter with OCC and investigate the possibility of providing a hand rail on the steepest part.
