The meeting started with a short silence in memory of Mrs Dorothy Foulk a long-time resident of the village who had served for many years on the Parish Council, the village hall committee and the Metcalfe Charity. She also served the church as Church Warden.

22/26  The minutes of the November Parish meeting were agreed

23/26 TVP  The local Community Police Support Officer Bryan Tillyer attended to update the village. He emphasised the need to inform the police of illegal activities if it is happening 999 if not use 101
There continued to be shed break ins in the area as well as motorbike activity. The new system appears to be providing better cover for the village. The Officer was thanked for his attendance. 

24/26 Matters Arising
24/26/1 Highways The A422 will be closed for surface dressing this month. The Parish Council are still concerned about the underlying state of the road. The council will contact OCC to make sure the gullies are cleaned again as several are blocked.
24/26/2 VAS signs  The new signs have been purchased and will be erected by OCC at either end of the village. The old VAS will be replaced by OCC at no cost to the village. The Council will continue to press for this to done as soon as possible although no time scale has been given.

25/26 PLANNING
25/26/1 The Solar installation application has still not been decided.
25/26/2 The Trinity Application north of the Drayton Lodge development. The Chair outlined the local villages’ objections to these extra houses especially as there appears room for further expansion. Objections range from it being out of  Local Plan Policy, environmental affects on the countryside and surrounding villages and lack of infrastructure especially the storm water problems through Drayton.

26/26 ACCOUNTS  The Council accounts for 2025-2026 were noted and agreed.

27/26 VILLAGE MATTERS  Concern over the dam and the effect of the storm water problems from the new developments were debated at length and it was agreed the council would emphasise that the need for use of the dam be conditioned in any permission with reference to the legislation around reservoirs.
The state of the gullies on the A422 was mentioned (see min 24/26/1)
